

Regulation 
on the Regional Council on Attracting Investments and Improving
the Investment Climate
The Regional Council on Attracting Investments and Improving the Investment Climate (hereinafter - the Regulation) defines the organizational and legal basis for the activities, responsibilities, functions of the Regional Council for Attracting Investments and Improving the Investment Climate (hereinafter - the Regional Council).

1. The main provisions
2. The Regional Council has been established in order to improve the investment climate of the region, attract investment and develop recommendations on solving issues of concern on investment activities with local executive bodies of the region, industry business associations and large foreign companies.

3. The Regional Council in its activities is guided by the legislation of the Republic of Kazakhstan and this Regulation.

4. Decisions of the Regional Council to be made on the basis of recommendations.

2. The main objectives and tasks of the Regional Council 
5. The main objective of the Regional Council is to make proposals on the following issues:

1) developing a favorable legal and investment environment for the diversification of the regional economy, industrialization of the manufacturing sector, fostering small and medium-sized businesses;

2) improving the investment climate of the West Kazakhstan region;

3) strategy of attracting foreign investment in the regional economy;

4) implementation of large investment projects in the region.

6. In order to achieve the main objectives, the Regional Council shall perform the following tasks:

1) ensuring the enterprise development investment policies in the region, as well as the effective exchange of information and the joint implementation of investment and innovation projects;

2) improving the investment climate in the region and improving the efficiency of attracting foreign direct investment in the non-commodity sector of the region.

3. Regional Council Rights
7. The Regional Council, within its competence, shall be entitled to:

1) submit for consideration of the regional akimat the proposals for attracting investment, improving the investment climate as well as the report on the activities implemented on investment attraction;

2) engage in their work high-level government, investors, experts and specialists;

3) in order to achieve the objectives of the Regional Council request information from government bodies and other organizations;

4) adopt minutes of meetings of the Regional Council;

5) approve the work plan of the Regional Council.

4. Organization of work of the Regional Council 
8. The Regional Council is chaired by the Chairman of the Regional Council.

In the absence of the Chairman of the Regional Council, its duties shall be performed by the Deputy Chairman of the Regional Council.

9. The executive body of the Regional Council is the Department of Entrepreneurship and Industrial-Innovative Development of the West Kazakhstan region.

10. The executive body of the Regional Council shall ensure the organization of the work of the Regional Council.

11. The executive body of the Regional Council:

1) Shall collect proposals to be considered at the Regional Council meetings and develop the meeting agenda;

2) Shall monitor the implementation of the decisions of the Regional Council.

12. The Secretary of the Regional Council shall be responsible for conducting and preparing the meetings and registering the minutes after the Regional Council meetings.

The secretary shall not be a member of the Regional Council.

17. Решения Регионального совета принимаются большинством голосов от общего числа членов, присутствующих на заседании. В случае равенства голосов принимается решение, за которое проголосовал председатель регионального совета.
13. Documents of the Regional Council meeting shall be sent to the members of the Regional Council no later than two working days prior to the meeting.

14. The Regional Council meeting shall be organized at the initiative of its Chairman, at the initiative of the Deputy Chairman or at the recommendation of the Regional Council members.

15. The Regional Council meeting shall be held as may be required, but at least once a quarter and shall be valid if more than half of its members are present.

16. Based on the results of the Regional Council meeting, the Minutes signed by the Chairman of the Regional Council and the Secretary shall be adopted.

17. Decisions of the Regional Council shall be made by a majority of the members present at the meeting. In the event of a tie, a decision that the Chairman of the Regional Council voted in favor of shall be made.

5. Termination of the Regional Council
18. The basis for the termination of the Regional Council is the order of the akim of the region.
